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KEEP YOUR MAILBOXES HEALTHY

Apple!s Mail does its best to keep track of your 
messages, but sometimes it takes a little mainte%
nance to keep things running smoothly. Rebuild%
ing your mailboxes goes a long way in preventing 
crashes and lost messages. Here!s what you do:

1. Launch Mail. It !s probably in your Dock, but 
you can also ( nd it in Applications/Mail.
2. Select the mailbox you want to rebuild.
3. Choose Mailbox > Rebuild.

This works for your individual email account In 
Boxes as well as the Mailbox folders you create to 
organize your messages.Of course, Mail isn!t the 
only email application available. Here!s how to 
rebuild, or compact, your email database in some 
other popular applications.

¥ Entourage Press and hold the Option key while 
Entourage is launching.
¥ Eudora Option%click the message count box in 
the lower left corner of the mail window.
¥ Mailsmith Press and hold Command%Option 
while Mailsmith is launching, then select the 
mailboxes you want to rebuild from the Mailbox 
List pane.

Book Review - The Macintosh iLife 
'06. By Jim Heid

Jim Heid's latest edition of The Macintosh iLife 
'06 has grown to a whopping 385 pages. He has 
been writing about Apple's iLife suite since its
appearance in the Mac community. When I 
bought the iLife '04 book it had 259 pages, and 
iLife '05 had 323 pages. So, as iLife keeps grow-
ing with additional applications, it is getting to 
be a HUGE task to cover everything in one 
book. I was surprised that the book did not in-
clude its customary training DVD, but can totally 
understand the decision to exclude it now that
iLife has added yet another application to the 
suite. However, it would be great to make one 
and sell a DVD to sell separately because Jim 
Heid is the master teacher for The Macintosh 
iLife in my opinion. He is facile with language 
and insightful in his teaching techniques. We 
were very lucky to have had the beneÞt of a 
DVD in previous editions, especially for visual
learners.

Jim Heid does not stop at getting you up to 
speed on each iLife application; he includes 
loads of tips, tricks, and supplemental plug-ins, 
plus Automator actions he and others have cre-
ated for each of the applications in the iLife
suite. This year iLife added iWeb, because why 
have beautiful media if you can't share it with 
the world?

My favorite iPhoto tip in the book for is how to 
make and order a large collage of 98 of your 
favorite photos into a 20" by 30" poster. He gives
away his secret on p. 210. Before I read about it, 
I did it the hard way from the original creator, 
which included cropping each of the 98 photos.
Now there is an Automator action downloadable 
from his site that will save you tons of time 
cropping your 98 photos. What a treasure. The 
posters are beautiful. Make sure you choose 
photos with lots of colors and contrasts; other-
wise the poster will look dull. I noticed that pho-
tos with lots of white look especially good.

I created an iWeb complete with a QuickTime 
movie clip using his instructions in the book. 
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The book contains wonderful color graphics of 
the windows to help guide you along the way. It 
couldn't have been easier.

I also learned a lot re-reading the iTunes section 
of the book. With every upgrade of iTunes, Ap-
ple makes improvements, some so subtle they 
are overlooked by the user. When importing mu-
sic the better audio compression for saving disc 
space and retaining quality is AAC (the default in 
iTunes), especially if you're using only iTunes, an 
iPod, and the other iLife programs to play music. 
However, Apple also offers MP3, Apple Lossless, 
WAV, and AIFF as other choices. The book offers 
in depth explanations for the audiophiles or for 
just the curious. I learned a lot about audio 
compressions reading this chapter.

Even without a DVD, this book belongs with the 
collection of reference books in your personal 
library.

FRESHLY SQUEEZED REVIEWS: 
Gold Under Our Noses (Fingers)
by Frank Petrie

Macophiles are, in general, notorious about 
never reading manuals. That's because the Mac 
is so intuitive. The ease of use wants to make 
you jump right into the sandbox and begin 
building castles.

But as a result, we know as much about the 
power of our Macs as most Word users know 
about the power of Word. But with extra power 
comes extra features. And I'm afraid that the 
time has come for all Mac users to bite the bullet 
and 'Read the Fine Manual.'

Now, if you're not reading the tips Apple sends 
you via email, shame on you. But on Apple's 
site, I've found a treasure trove of all kinds

of information, Some dead easy, some a bit more 
complex.

THE JUICE

Go to Apple's home page and in the subhead-
ings of the title bar, click on Pro. OK, OK, you 
just use your Mac for the basics but trust me on
this one. Once you click on this button you are 
whisked to a page that will provide you with a 
wealth of information like you have never
imagined. This is where they have been hiding 
what David Pogue refers to as "The Missing 
Manual."

This library of information is divided into four 
subheadings: ProÞles, Techniques, Mac OS X 
tips and Resources. Let's look at each.

ProÞles. In this section are over a hundred sto-
ries of how people have used their Macs as a 
solution to their particular situation or need. 
From Neil Young to the creators of Tim Burton's 
"Corpse Bride" ("...edited with Final Cut Pro on 
Power Mac G5s at Three Mills Studios
in London, the Þlm marks the Þrst time stop-
motion animation has been shot in digital."), 
their stories represent what the Mac's
versatility and your imagination can achieve.

Techniques. This section is a collection of tips 
and tutorials of many of Apple's current applica-
tions, both entry level and prosumer. And if
you dig into some of these, you will Þnd refer-
ence links that will take you to online seminars 
that are recordings of the traveling seminars you 
couldn't attend for one reason or another. For 
example, I was looking at an audio recording 
tutorial and stumbled across a link to Pat Meth-
any's seminar on how new technology broadens 
the horizon for guitarists. Priceless.

Mac OS X Tips. You know all of those Mac OS X 
Tip of the Week tidbits that you receive in Apple 
emails each week? Here is the archive! Did
you know that when archiving a Þle to, say, an 
external drive and you then want to trash the 
original to free up space once the transfer is
completed, that you can accomplish that in 
ONE move? When dragging the ( le to the exter%
nal disk, hold down your Command key when 
you drag-n-drop. After the Þle has transferred, 
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the original drive will automatically erase the 
original for you. And there's many, many more
tips like that!

Resources. This section features a collection of 
.pdfs, seminars, links and quick tours of Apple 
software. This page is a bit more "pro"
topic wise, but not out of anyone's reach. It's a 
great point for learning what is possible to ac-
complish with your Mac and demystifying
the process at the same time. It also functions as 
a great springboard for your imagination.

THE RIND

Apple really needs to Þnd another heading for 
this library because "Pro" is all too easy to mis-
understand and skip over.

THE PITS

Nada.

THE PULP

If you have ever sat through a user group meet-
ing about something like digital photography 
and kept repeating to yourself "I could never
learn that,' then this is the place for you, my 
friend. It's amazing how ßipping through these 
pages sparks the imagination. The tools are
all in your reach, quite possibly already on your 
machine.

Like Nike says - "Just do it."
